Postdoctoral Faculty Fellows Program - Application

(Program supported in part by a grant to Boston University from the Howard Hughes Medical Institute through the Precollege and Undergraduate Science Education Program.)

The Postdoctoral Faculty Fellows Program is designed for postdoctoral fellows interested in an academic position where experience and excellence in teaching are especially valued. Postdoctoral Faculty Fellows (PFF’s) will participate in workshops and teaching experiences focused on the design, delivery, and assessment of interdisciplinary, inquiry-driven life science courses and laboratories. PFF’s will work under the guidance of a faculty teaching mentor to develop lab and lecture course curricula, teach portions of each, and will maintain an active research program under the guidance of a faculty research mentor. PFF’s may expect to devote approximately 60% of their effort to teaching, and 40% to research. 

ELIGIBILITY and STIPEND:

· All applicants must provide proof of a doctoral degree having a qualified Ph.D., M.D. or equivalent, and must be a U.S. Citizen or Permanent Resident. Preference is given to final year Ph.D. candidates and recent Ph.D. graduates with no previous postdoc experience. 
· Fellowship stipends will be competitive with federal guidelines as set by the National Institutes of Health (NIH), with annual increases as allowed by these guidelines.

· Three letters of reference. One should, in most circumstances, come from your Ph.D. mentor, and another from a faculty member familiar with your previous teaching experience.
