The artisans featured here
fall into a category more closely relatad to the corresponding Hausa
term Ma’aikatan Hannu, or people who work with their hands. This
broader definition resulted in a group of intervieews ranging from a
vendor who re-purposed old tires to a fashion designer. In this
particular one, the interviewee sometimes uses words in French,
Zarma and Tuareg (Tamashek). These words/phrases have been
Ajamized and are in Blue quotation marks.
