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Non-COM students who want to Intra-University Transfer (IUT) into the College of Communication for any of our
majors must complete COM CO 101 with a grade of a “C” or better. In addition, students must be in good
academic standing to be eligible to IUT into COM.

Students may only attempt COM CO 101 for a letter grade a maximum of two times (“W” grades do NOT count as
an attempt at COM). If they do not make the minimum grade in COM CO 101 during the second attempt they
will not be eligible to IUT to COM. Only 4 units of COM CO 101 can count toward the unit total required for
graduation.

COM encourages fall applicants to submit this form by October 1 and spring applicants to submit by
February 1. This ensures that if a student meets our requirements they will be eligible to register as a
COM student for that upcoming semester.

After a student successfully completes COM CO 101 with a grade of a “C” or better, they should complete this
form.
